Election of Next BOD

Great news for the membership: Jack Seaman our Secretary and Mike Roylance our Treasurer have committed
to serving another four year term.

The following positions will need to be filled: President, Vice President, Chief-at-Arms, and four Directors-at-
Large.

The President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer may not hold the same elected officer positions at the
Chapter level.

The ACA President will appoint and chair an Election Committee consisting of three Directors to administer
elections. All Officers will serve concurrent terms.

(a) ACA Directors and candidates for Directorships must be AMMO Chief Members. The Secretary will
confirm to the Election Committee that candidates are members in good standing.

(b) The Secretary will notify AMMO Chief Members of the date for an election, positions to be filled, and
solicit nominations for those positions no less than 30 days prior to the election. Notification will be by mail
and/or e-mail. Details will be posted on the web site.

(c) A period of 30 days will be allowed for nominations. Nominations may be submitted by mail, email, or a
form provided on the Association web site. The Election Committee will contact nominees and confirm their
acceptance. Notification of nomination closure will be posted on the web site. The Secretary will mail ballots
to members without email addresses and allow 21 days for return.

(d) Members may also vote in person (i.e. at a Membership Meeting, Reunion or AMMO Call), by mail, by
email, or on the ballot provided on the ACA web site. Members may also assign their proxy to an AMMO Chief
member. Assigning your proxy to vote must be done in writing (email is acceptable) to the Secretary prior to the
opening of voting. No member may hold more than 5 proxies.

(e) At least 25% of the voting membership must cast a ballot (or proxy) for an election, referendum, or initiative
to be valid.

(F) The Election Committee will review and certify election results to the BOD for final approval and the
President will announce the election results.

Last of the M117 on Guam
Andersen AFB, Guam—A B-52 bomber deployed here from Barksdale AFB, La., as part of the Air Force's

continuous bomber presence mission will drop the base's last M117 general-purpose bomb in June, said
officials during a recent visit. Lt. Col. Scott Maytan, commander of the 20th Expeditionary Bomb Squadron,
told Air Force Magazine there were some "31,000 M117s in the bomb depot" during the first CBP rotation in
2004. Since then, each bomber rotation has dropped an average of 700 of the bombs. "That signals a lot of good
training over a decade for a lot of good weapons," said Lt.
Col. Sean Walker, deputy commander of the 36th Operations
Group. "It's 40 to 50 years in the making, this last drop,” he
added. The M117 is a 750-pound general purpose bomb that
the United States used extensively during the Korean War,
Vietnam War, and against Iraq in 1991. "It is uncertain as to
when M117s were first present at [Andersen], although
through word of mouth, it's been said that many were dropped
during Operation Linebacker Il missions over North
Vietnam," said 36th Wing spokeswoman 1st Lt. Jessica Clark.
The bombs became the weapon of choice on CBP sorties
because they provided valuable training to bomber crews and their use prevented officials from having to spend
a "significant amount of money to ship the munitions™ to the continental US for demilitarization, she said.

KADENA AIR BASE, Japan The 18th Munitions Squadron opened their gates to allow more than 400
Okinawans the opportunity to visit family tombs for the annual Shimi celebration here April 12.

Shimi is a week-long festival to celebrate the New Year's Day for the dead. In the old days, Okinawans
celebrated on the Lunar New Year in January, but the timing changed with the adoption of Chinese customs.

Normally during the festival, the tombs are cleaned by younger family members about a week before the
celebration. Since the munitions area is only open for one day for the families due to security, locals sped up the
process by cleaning in the morning and gathering the remainder of the family around lunchtime.

"The visit provided an opportunity for the Airmen of the 18th MUNS to physically interact and experience
firsthand the culture, religion and tradition of our host nation," said 2nd Lt. Lyneth Ann Battle, the 18th MUNS’
material flight commander. "It also helps bridge the relationship between service members and Okinawans."

The extensive 5,900-acre munitions area’s dense jungle is home to 20 family tombs, some of which have been

around since before World War I1. The visiting locals were welcomed into the area by 18th MUNS volunteers

through gates not open to the public. Once inside, the volunteers escorted the visitors to their respective family
tombs in order to maintain accountability.

"l have been coming on base to pay respects to my ancestors for the last five years," said local national Uehara.
"This is a great event, because the whole family comes together to do this."

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18th MUNS Airmen host sacred sites tour

6/30/2015 - KADENA AIR BASE, Japan -- Thirteen Airmen from the 18th Munitions Squadron hosted approximately
40 Okinawan visitors for a sacred site tour throughout Kadena's munitions storage area June 28.

The tour, one of several community outreach events held around Kadena each year, took the local community members
onto the base to visit seven different locations of historical and cultural significance to the participants.

Yoshiaki Kamiyama, Kadena Town deputy mayor who also attended the tour, said the visits are important because it
gives Okinawans and Airmen a glimpse into the local community.

"This tour offered local Okinawans the opportunity to pass on their heritage, share knowledge to their children, look at
their ancestors' land and where they used to live, pay respect to their ancestors, learn about town history and to look at the
current status of the sites," Kamiyama said.

In addition to learning about their past, the Okinawans were able to spend time with Kadena Airmen. Stories about the
sites were exchanged throughout the group and members from the 18th MUNS assisted them throughout the tour.

One of the numerous stops along the way held significant importance to one of the tour members -- a cave in which local
Okinawans fled to during the bombings of World War I1. The visitor, who was a child when this happened, remembered
seeking shelter in the cave.

While the cave was one of several sites from World War 1l, many of the sites predated the war.

"Some of the sites are over 300 years old," said Mitsutada Iha, 18th MUNS Tactical Air Munitions Rapid Response
Package foreman. "These sites have a history of hundreds of generations of ancestors visiting them."

Because of the deep cultural and historical significance of this tour, Kamiyama expressed his thanks to the 18th MUNS
for providing this opportunity to the Okinawans.

"l am thankful to the 18th MUNS volunteers for supporting the tour," said Kamiyama. "l was especially pleased that the
volunteers cleared the pass to the cave, installed new ropes and assisted the elderly visitors down and up the cave."

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LAST AMMO CALL

In the early 80’s I was stationed with Don at England AFB in Louisiana. We had a
great bunch of folks there and the Esprit and team work ran high. Many of the folks | remember were Wayne
Dunkeson, Kenny White, Mark Chastaine, Henry Kerr, Harvey Coward and of course Don Carbonneau. Too
many years to even try to remember all of them. We had a lot of great times out at Cotile Lake fishing, drinking
and telling war stories. One such story had been shared with me about Don
and Henry Kerr. | hope you find it as funny as | did at the time it was told
to me. And 35 years later I still remember it.

Henry Kerr was a tall thin fellow from Mississippi who chewed, talked
slow and walked even slower.

and decided to switch to Crappy fishing as the Bass were not biting.

Now if you remember Cotile Lake is a man-made lake and half of it
had all the trees removed so folks could enjoy water sports with fast
boats and skiing. The other half still had all the tree tops sticking out
and brush growing all along the banks.

Henry and Don knew that the Crappy would be along the banks under the brush and they also knew that the
wasp nested in the brush also. They also tended to nest in the tree tops of these long dead trees sticking out of
the water. So you had to be careful when moving in and around them.
But the fishing was best in these areas.

Don on the tiller and throttle and Henry up front, they pulled into a bush
and Henry gave it a shake and Don backed the boat out in case the wasps
came out. No wasp, Don headed the boat into the brush again so Henry
could tie off on a branch. The plan was to sit in the shade, drink a few
beer and catch Crappy.
