A good
success story. | am willing to share
info with our fellow Ammo Chiefs if
anyone has questions about benefits or
the proper process for filing a claim with
the VA. | have available to me
books that | purchase directly from the
Superintendent of Documents each
year and you will not find them readily
available at a library or elsewhere.
Even the State veterans services
representatives usually will not tell a
vet about the 38 CFR when they are
filing a claim.



I am always interested in helping
my fellow Ammo Chiefs and Vets. By
the way, | also know how to get free
prescription medications for
senior citizens living on social security
and assistance in getting reduced
prices for others who exceed the annual
income limitations.

An AMMO Recipe

The following recipe is one | use for those cold days when something really warm
inside feels good. I’d recommend making this at least two times, once to get
familiar with the recipe and the second time to adjust the “flame”. Some like it
hot!!!

Brown 1 % Ibs of ground beef (use “not less than 85% lean and you won’t have to
drain it).

Add %2 chopped onion and salt and pepper before browning.

After the meat has browned, sprinkle the top of the meat with Chili powder (cover
entire surface of meat).

Add:

1 Can Stewed Tomatoes

1 Can Campbell’s Tomato Soup

1 Can Red Kidney beans (don’t drain)

1 Can Mild or Hot Chili Peppers (not drained)

2 Thsp EIl Paso Chili sauce

To make it HOT, also add the following:

3 Thsp El Paso Chili Sauce

1 small jar El Paso Taco Sauce

6 whole Jalapeiio peppers

Use McCormick Hot Chili powder instead of regular Chili powder.

After mix comes to a boil, lower heat and simmer covered for 30 minutes. Serve
over cooked white rice.
